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From the Pastor’s Desk

Life Born from Chaos and Pain

Five billion years ago our planet was full of volcanoes and molten rocks. It was an environ-
ment hostile to life. If anyone could have observed earth back then, no one would have pre-
dicted the life and beauty we now see. Life came out of chaos.

In a delivery room, a mother clings to the rails on her hospital bed. Her knuckles are white
and her face contorts in pain. It’s a bloody mess. Suddenly, she hears the cry of her new born
baby. Life comes out of chaos.

In 1775 American colonist rejected the legitimacy of the rule of the Kingdom of Great Brit-
ain. In 1776 Britain declared the colonies to be traitors and in rebellion. Americans re-
sponded by formally declaring their independence as a new nation—the United States of
America. An estimated 50,000 people were killed in the American Revolutionary War. Free-
dom came out of chaos.

In 1860 Abraham Lincoln campaigned against slavery beyond the States where it already
existed. In 1861 Confederate forces attacked Fort Sumter in South Carolina. In 1862 Lin-
coln’s Emancipation Proclamation made ending slavery in the South one of the goals of the
war. On Good Friday, April 14, 1865 he was assassinated. After 620,000 people were killed
in the American Civil War, African American slaves were freed. Freedom came out of
chaos.

In 1848 leaders of the antislavery movement began to question the political and economic
subjugation of women in the United States. In 1890 the American Women Suffrage Asso-
ciation was formed. During the beginning of the twentieth century, as women's suffrage
gained in popularity, many were arrested and jailed. In 1920 the Nineteenth Amendment to
the Constitution gave women the right to vote. Freedom came out of chaos.

The Civil Rights movement in the United States began in 1955 and culminated in the Civil
Rights Act in 1968 ending discrimination and giving African Americans the right to vote. It
consisted of boycotts, marches, non-violent protests and civil disobedience through national,
State and local governments. Our country was again divided, people were beaten and killed.
Martin Luther King was the youngest person to receive the Nobel Peace Prize in 1964. He
was assassinated in 1968 and was posthumously awarded the Presidential Medal of Free-
dom, Congressional Gold Medal and Martin Luther King Day was established by Congress
in 1986. Again freedom came out of chaos.

It is helpful to remember that chaos and pain preceded all of these important social move-
ments in our society. Perhaps our prayers should not be for peace, but for the positive evolu-
tion of society, which may be anything but peaceful.

Two thousand years ago, Jesus was beaten, whipped and nailed hands and feet to a cross. He
extended compassion to oppressed people and it cost him his life. He has inspired countless
others to do the same. The freedom Jesus gives is from death itself.



When the women entered the tomb, they did not find the body of Jesus. Suddenly two angels
stood before them and said, “Why do you look for the living among the dead?
He is not here. He has arisen.” Luke 24:1-6

During my first couple of years in high school, I remember playing right side of the left
bench on the football team. From the ease of the bench, I watched other team mates get
roughed up and sometimes even be carried or limp off the playing field. While on the bench,
we would sit and tell jokes and I remember laughing until my stomach hurt. But sooner or
later the laughter would stop. The coach would call out one of our names and we had to
leave the safety of the bench and enter the game.

Easter loudly proclaims Resurrection, but it is not a spectator’s sport. Setting on the bench
and watching Jesus do all the work is not the complete Gospel.

Martin Luther’s epiphany was realizing that God had grasped him, and he didn’t need to
frantically try and grasp God. It had already happened. He, and we, find great peace in
knowing that we have been grasped by the powerful hand of God and he will never let us go.
From the lap of God, we have a great view of the world and can rest secure. But that wasn’t
enough for Luther or should it be for us. We, like our ancestors in previous eras, are invited
to get off the bench and into the game. We are not invited, we are commanded by Jesus to
take up our cross and follow him. In so doing we will probably get hurt. Luther risked being
burnt alive at the stake, where the only mercy was dry wood. When asked to recant his
teachings, he refused and said, “Here I stand. I can do no other. God help me.” The Gospel
of non-mediated grace was unleashed to all people, but it was born out of pain and chaos.

As we enter into the Easter Season, in what ways are you being invited to come off the
bench and into the game of extending the compassion of Christ others?

Perhaps it’s time to extend Christ’s compassion to yourself.

We cannot give compassion unless we first extend it to ourselves. We cannot truly forgive
others, unless we first forgive is ourselves. If we are judgmental toward others, it is probably
because we are judgmental toward ourselves. Maybe it’s time to stay on the bench for awhile
and be nurtured.

Our lives are meant to be lived in community. We are all on the same team even though we
play different positions. We huddle together on Sundays and other times to hold one another
close and offer our encouragement, especially to those who may have taken some tough hits
in the game. As we hold one another, we find that it is Christ who holds us because he lives
among us. As we hear his word and break bread, Christ is in our midst.

Christ is Risen! He is Risen indeed!

From this nourishment we go into the world to become grain crushed to feed others.

New Equipment for the Hearing Impaired
Many people in our congregation have impaired hearing, which makes listening and par-
ticipating in our church services difficult. Recently Nancy Kattnig purchased a hearing
impaired system for our church in memory of her husband Paul. It consists of an FM
transmitter that is installed with our other sound equipment in the sacristy and four
portable units that can be clipped to a belt or put in a pocket during services. Unlike en-
vironmental amplifiers, this system will only amplify the sound that goes through the
microphones of our sound system. It is high quality equipment and I encourage you to
give it a try if you have difficult hearing. The four portable units are located in the mid-
dle drawer below the shelf where our bulletins are located, to the right of the main doors
to our sanctuary. They are in the drawer next to the offering plates. You can pick up a
unit there and return it at the end of the service. When returning the unit to the drawer,
please make sure it is turned off to preserve the life of the batteries. Thank you Nancy
for this important gift to our congregation.

On the morning of May 4, 1970, Captain George Burk and 13 other military personnel were aboard a
twin-engine transport plane en route from Hamilton AFB near San Francisco, California to Spokane,
Washington. The pilot of the plane was Major Robert L. Robinson, Jr., the father of Daryl Robinson.
About 4 minutes after takeoff and upon reaching an altitude of 3000 feet, radio contact was lost when
the aircraft suddenly experienced massive structural failure, killing Major Robinson instantly. Fighting to
control the damaged aircraft, extremely poor visibility, and rapid de-compression, the co-pilot attempted
a crash-landing in the fog-shrouded hills near Schellville, California. It wasn't successful; all on board
were killed with the exception of Captain Burk. He suffered severe burns over 65% of his body and mul-
tiple internal injuries. He spent 90 days in Intensive Care, where he had two Near Death Experiences,
and another 18 months in the hospital afterward. He was medically retired from the US Air Force in
1971.

Captain Burk's story is a remarkable testament to his tenacity, endurance, and will to survive. His recov-
ery has been called miraculous, courageous, and an example of the power of the human spirit. Was his
discovery and rescue an accident, fate, or divine intervention? He will share his thoughts with us on that
guestion.

We all possess an innate will to survive. Captain

He will show us the process of transformation from victim to survivor.

Captain Burk is a nationally recognized motivational speaker, author, and trainer. His awards include: The Bronze
Star; Air Force Commendation Medal; Presidential Award for Outstanding Employee with a Disability; Department of
Defense Outstanding Employee with a Disability; Department of the Navy Outstanding Employee with a Disability;
Air Force Meritorious Civilian Service Award; and the Adrian College (Michigan) Alumni Achievement Award.

Captain Burk has over 25 years teaching experience at the university and community college level and is a contrib-
uting writer for several magazines and newsletters in the United States. He is a guest speaker at the United States
Naval Academy (Annapolis, MD), United States Military Academy (West Point, NY), and the United States Air Force
Academy on issues of Character Development, Ethics, and Leadership.

He is also a guest speaker at the Phoenix and Glendale, Arizona Fire Academies in issues of Safety, Health and
Wellness, and Life Skills. Captain Burk has appeared as a guest on a number of radio stations around the country,
in Canada, and several news and TV stations in Phoenix, Arizona. In February, 2001, his story was profiled on the
Discovery Health Channel.
