From the Pastor’s Desk
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“The LORD is my shepherd; there is nothing | shall want. He lets me lie down in green pastures;

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| “As soon as | reached the cast sheep, my first impulse was to pick it up. Tenderly | would
roll the sheep over on its side. This would relieve the pressure of gases in its stomach. If it was
down for long, | would have to lift it to its feet. Straddling the sheep with my legs, | would rub its
limbs to restore the circulation to its legs, and say something like, ‘You little rascal, | was afraid |
had lost you’. When the sheep started to walk again, it would stumble and



collapse once more. Little by little the sheep would regain its equilibrium. All this pageantry is
conveyed to my heart and mind when | hear the statement ‘He restores my soul’. Many have
the idea that when a child of God falls, when he or she is frustrated and helpless in a spiritual
dilemma, God becomes disgusted, fed-up, and even furious with them. But, this is simply not
so. Christ is our shepherd. He has the same sensations of anxiety, concern and compassion for
“cast” men and women as | had for cast sheep. This is why he looks on us with such compas-
sion and love.”
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Jesus said to his disciples: "Therefore | tell you, do not worry about your life, what you will eat;
or about your body, what you will wear. Life is more than food, and the body more than
clothes. Consider the birds: They do not sow or reap, they have no storeroom or barn; yet God
feeds them. And how much more valuable you are than birds! Who of you by worrying can
add a single hour to his life? “Consider how the lilies grow. They do not labor or spin. Yet | tell
you, not even Solomon in all his splendor was dressed like one of these. If that is how God
clothes the grass of the field, which is here today, and tomorrow is thrown into the fire, how

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WW 11 CANTEEN for CELEBRATION OF BLESSINGS
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Each year our congregation culminates its stewardship campaign with a gala event for the
whole family to celebrate our blessings of the past year. Please join us Sunday, November
21 at 6 pm, as we take a “Sentimental Journey” back to the early 40s during the WWII Era
to honor our heroes of the “greatest generation”, both military and civilian. There is no cost
or cover charge, but please sign up in the Gathering Space or call the church office, so we
can include you in the meal count.

Because it depicts a slice of America in the early 1940s, we've chosen the WWII canteen as
our theme for this year’s celebration. Following the bombing of Hawaii’'s Pearl Harbor in
1942, about 20% of the population joined the military, while the rest of the country pulled
together to support The War Effort by rationing supplies, volunteering at local canteens and
women joining the workforce. Red Cross and USO Canteens sprung up all across America to
provide a “Home Away From Home” for our troops and their families. While the horrors of
war raged, Americans boosted morale through CARE packages, Gl letters, Hollywood movies,
and swing dances at local canteens.

Services that some canteens provided included a recreation lounge with games, cards, read-
ing and letter writing materials, childcare, entertainment, such as movies and Big Band mu-
sic, along with meals and refreshments, including free coffee and doughnuts. Our Celebra-
tion of Blessings canteen will also include speakers, period costumes (optional, but “oh-so-
much-more-fun”), memorabilia and a WW Il Wall of Honor, featuring military and home front
civilian heroes of the era.

How you can make Celebration of Blessings 2010 a memorable tribute to our WW 11 he-
roes!! 1) You can search closets (why save stuff, if you don’t get them out and share them?),
second hand stores and the internet for memorabilia and clothing. 2) Sign up to help deco-
rate our canteen. 3) At noon on Sunday, November 21, set tables for the evening meal. 4)
Provide copies of photos from the era to hang on our Wall of Honor, or loan other family
memorabilia, along with a paragraph describing each one. Get “In the Mood” by thinking
about, searching for ideas, and bring the whole family on November 21st. (See list of sug-
gested items below and elsewhere in this newsletter.)

cord player, etc; early 40s vehicles; WWII era model airplanes, gliders, ships & vehicles; oversized
brandy sniffers & champagne glasses; tall skinny vases w/ ostrich or peacock plumes; feather boas;
string of pearls; Grecian columns; large free-standing microphone (radio days); games: checkers, domi-
noes, cards; Hollywood movie & WWII era posters; vintage costumes; Folgers/Maxwell House; over-the-
head aprons; gauze bandage rolls; postcards; scrapbooks; Disney movies: Bambi, Dumbo, Fantasia, Pin-
nochio; soft drink bottles; military items: duffel bags, uniforms, etc; rationing cards/stamps; Red
Cross/USO memorabilia. Did | mention a jukebox??
